How to Become a Merit Badge Counselor

Find a merit badge that you feel you would be qualified to teach.  You can review the requirements at meritbadge.com or The Merit Badge Requirements book published yearly.  Once you know what you want to teach you fill out the paperwork.

1. Adult Leader Application (from the scout hut) if you are not already a registered leader.  There is no cost associated with this if you are registering only as a merit badge counselor.

2. Council Merit Badge Counselor application found on the troop website.  

3. District Merit Badge Counselor application found on the troop website.

The council and district merit badge applications must match.  If you have more than 7 merit badges you will need a district and a council applications for each sub-set of 7 merit badges.  (IE- you want to teach 10 merit badges.  You will use one council and one district form for the same first 7 merit badges.  You will use a second council and a second district form for the last 3 merit badges.)  

The front and the back of the council application must list the merit badges in the same order.

Please write legibly so that our records can be maintained correctly.

Very few merit badge counselors are denied based on merit.  If you feel that you are knowledgeable enough about a subject and willing to properly file the paperwork you will most likely be approved.  However, you must supply some reason for them to base the approval on.  (IE- Traffic Safety.  “I have a clean driving record, took driver’s education classes back in high school, and passed the local DMV test to renew my license” could be approved.  “I haven’t been hit by a car yet” could not be.)
